Outstanding utility bills amounting RM 673.54 cleared by deducting
from the utility deposit amounting RM 1,400.00. The remainder, RM
726.46 credited to tenant accordingly. Security deposit amounting
RM 2,800.00 forfeited as compensation for the 2 months’ monthly
rental arrears. The committee is currently looking for new tenant.
The strata title of the premise is still outstanding.
